The letter I read to the shooters at the November 21st match, as I under-
stand it, came from a disgruntled individual who has been causing prob-
lems for some of the CA clubs. SASS is looking into the situation. The 
question was raised, how did he get all the TG addresses? Apparently 
you can Google a phone number, like the TG list in the chronicle, and 
get the address of the phone’s location!

Safety 
As you all should know, MRR considers every member a safety officer. Taking the RO1 course is 
a requirement every shooting member must complete. This is for your safety and the landowner’s 
liability. We keep our records updated to ensure that every shooter has taken the course and has 
a copy of the Range Operations Basic Safety Course. Currently we have 18 shooters listed on our 
sign in sheet who have not taken the course! Some are new members, others are infrequent 
shooters. As we begin the New Year there will be a concerted effort made to have 100% of those 
shooting be RO1 certified. To those of you who have received your RO1 and/or RO2 pin in past 
years, you’re encouraged to sit in on one of the 2010 sessions as the course has been edited and 
revised every year since introduced in 2000!

Membership is due January 1st and delinquent February 1st.  Single person membership is $45, 

have said for years and years that our motto is "Be safe, have fun, be safe."  And we mean it.  We 
have been awarded the SASS Best Club Award twice.  That's not just because we are a fun club, 
it's because we are a safe club.  That's why people come back to shoot with us year after 
year.  We have to be aware of the fact that we are part of what is realistically a dangerous 
sport.  We are using real guns with live ammo in a setting that can be dangerous if not controlled 
and respected.  When someone gives you advice or councils you about an error or infraction, 
please take it in the spirit in which it is given.  We only want you to be safe.  Sometimes it is nec-
essary.  Now for you older members.  Try to remember when you first started and the mistakes 
you made and give your advice and council as it was given to you.  A wise cowboy once told me 
there are two kinds of cowboy shooters.  "Those who have been DQ'd and those that are going to 
be DQ'd."  Everyone can and will mess up.  Our job is to make sure that the lesson is learned and 
the shooter grows from the experience.  Actions as well as words are important.  It is not enough 
sometimes to just call a DQ.  Take the time to explain and illustrate other ways in which the infrac-
tion can be avoided, even help improve the shooters ability to safely navigate a stage.  Most im-
portantly for our older members, remember that your words and actions are either going encour-
age or discourage someone.  I've always admired the way Buffler always reminds us of that when 
he has the opportunity to give the prayer before a shoot.  Always remember to treat others as you 
want to be treated and all will be well.
